Repertoire

Schools will need a minimum one hour of repertoire to choose from on tour. This is to provide contemporary
entertainment for public and school performances and more technically challenging pieces for adjudication and
workshops.

Adjudicated Worksop Information
For Adjudication on Thursday each school’s ensemble is to perform 3 or 4 pieces (20minutes) and will
receive a Gold, Silver or Bronze Award based on:

Execution against the degree of difficulty of the works weighed against the ensemble’s stated
musical achievement level and experience.
General musicality and overall presentation.

Scores for adjudication are to be sent to Grant Burns by June for passing to adjudicators.

At the conclusion of the adjudication session the adjudicator will then workshop with the ensemble with the aim of
improving the ensemble’s presentation of their chosen items. These adjudications and workshops are non
competitive. The festival’s goal is to encourage ensembles and assist in their continued development.

On Thursday night each participating school's ensembles perform. Please discuss your proposed content with the
music director after you commit to the festival so that an overall content balance is struck, no content is duplicated
and staging and time constraints are adhered to etc.

Honours Groups / Talent Identification / Planning Meeting

For Friday night’'s concert, Honours and Festival groups are formed. To set the frame work of possible ensembles
and select the core members for each ensemble the music director needs a list of all intending participants stating
their musical grading and experience. Please identify any soloists of note. Musical participant lists and any
supporting audition CDs to be posted to Grant Burns, c/o Western Heights High School, PO Box 642 Rotorua,
New Zealand by the end of March — (prior to the planning meeting to determine initial numbers). At the planning
meeting in March you should have your initial repertoire listed so that the content of public concert one can be
agreed on. Prior to the planning meeting we will be asking for your list of tutors you have within your touring party.
We ask that as many of your staff participates as possible on Friday, leading and assisting with clinics. At the pre
tour meeting in Rotorua we need your input to help the organisers fine tune the structure of the festival to meet the
needs of participating groups. The organisers are interested in giving aspiring and highly qualified teachers
attending the opportunity to lead the Festival Groups.

This festival is all about student and teacher learning and enjoyment opportunities.

Note: When final numbers are known the organisers reserve the right to change or amend the overall programme
to maximise students public performance opportunities. This may involve extra concerts in nearby centres such as
Tauranga and Taupo on Thursday night if required.
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
